The Student/Parent Production Contrct

Students who wish to audition for productions or be considered for crew positions, must turn in the following agreement signed by at least one parent or guardian and the student.  If cast or hired for crew, students and parents agree to abide by these rules.

Conduct and Academic Standing
Students participating in Kell Drama productions are expected to maintain good academic standing and excellent conduct in and out of the classroom and rehearsal.  Students who have conduct issues may be demoted or dismissed.  Per Cobb County School District policy, students who serve ISS or OSS or who are absent from school may not participate in rehearsal on those days and may be dismissed from the production.  In exceptional situations such as fighting or disrespect, students may be dismissed from a production without prior warning.  Students who quit a production rather than accept the assigned penalty will no longer be eligible to participate in the Kell Drama Program for the remainder of the year.  Students who do not maintain a 2.0 GPA for the current semester will be ineligible to participate.
Rehearsal Commitment
Students are expected to attend all rehearsals unless specifically excused.  Students must notify Mr. Hicks at auditions of any conflicts with the rehearsal calendar.  No absences are allowed during the final three weeks of rehearsal and production.

Students and parents agree not to schedule appointments during rehearsal.  Emergency situations will dealt with on a case by case basis.  Students who work must arrange their work schedules in advance in order not to miss rehearsal.  Parents also promise to arrange for timely transportation from rehearsals.  Students cannot be left alone at school to wait for rides after rehearsal has dismissed.  If you are late in picking them up, Mr. Hicks or another staff member must also wait.  Please be mindful of this situation.

The attached schedule is tentative.  I will make every effort to minimize changes and to keep students and parents well-informed of any adjustments.  The calendar is accessible via www.kelldrama.net.

Absences
Students who are absent from school may not attend rehearsal.  However, their absence will be considered excused as long as their absence from school was excused through PPO.  Students who serve ISS or OSS or who do not present an excuse note to PPO will be considered unexcused.  Any unexcused absence or excessive excused absences (more than two) may result in loss of role to an understudy or dismissal from the production.
Rehearsal Expectations
All students are expected to arrive on time and dressed appropriately for rehearsals and work calls.  Furthermore, students are expected to maintain a positive and supportive attitude at all times.  All Cobb County and Kell High School Policies regarding Extracurricular Activities are in effect.
